Course - ASMA102 Culture of Assam (6 credits)

Learning Objectives:: This course offers students to the concepts and ideas of literary
criticism theory of Oriental and West. It familiarizes the students with the Rasa, Dhvani and
Auchitya theory, the most important theories of ancient India. The course also gives knowledge
about western mode of criticism and Aristotle’s contribution to literary criticism with special
reference to Poetics.

It seeks to develop new insights among students on the diverse perspective of the
linguistics field and modern linguistics thought.

It will of great importance to
students who wish to pursue research programme in future. The course is wider in its
dimension and is helpful for preparing UGC-NET-JRF exams, SLET exams and other
competitive exams like civil service.

Course-ASMA302/Lt. (Literature) History of Sanskrit Literature - 6 credits

Learning Objectives: This course introduces students to the themes and concepts of history of
Sanskrit Literature. It seeks to develop new insights among students on the diverse perspective
of Sanskrit literature and the origin of the Indian literature.

The
course introduces students to the diverse perspectives that mark the understanding of the
concepts like Semiotics, Pidgin. and Creole. It deals with the socio linguistic issues in special
context to Assam.

Course Outcome: The course remains helpful for students who intend to explore the themes
and issues in Sociolinguistics. It assumes importance for students if they wish to pursue
research programme in the area of sociolinguistics and stylistics. . The course is wider in its
dimension and is helpful for preparing UGC-NET-JRF exams and SLET exams.

Learning Objectives: The course Shodh Prakalpa is designed to integrate comprehensive
learning of the students at the end of the semester. A dissertation is a great opportunity for the
students to shows their interest towards research work bringing together all kinds of analysis,
critical thinking and interpretation of a particular area of study.
