 If any candidate furnished false information/declaration at the time of online  form submission, his/her 

admission is liable to be cancelled at any point of time. 

Economically Weaker Section (EWS):  

  The benefit of reservation under EWS can be availed upon production of an Income and Asset 
Certificate issued by a Competent Authority. EWS seats will be based on intake capacity of each department. 

Person with Disability (PwD):  

  There is a provision of 3% reserved seats for PwD (Dibyank) candidates as per the University rules. 
Visually Impaired and/ or Hearing Impaired and / or Orthopedically Handicapped (on horizontal reservation 
basis) candidates, have to submit a self-attested copy of Disability Certificate issued by the District Chief 
Medical Officer/Medical Board. The disability benefits will be given to those candidates only who have at 
least 40% physical impairments and certificated produced from competent Govt. medical officer. The 
percentage of disability should be mentioned in the certificate. The physical disability may be verified by a 
medical practitioner when the same will be possible. 

Extra Curricular Activities:  

  For admission against the quota allotted for extra-curricular activities like Cultural, Sports, NCC, 
Scouts & Guides, the candidates must furnish the requisite documents. 1 (One) Percent of Seat may be 
offered by the concerned Department for admission to UG/PG courses to students within intake 
capacity who have shown extraordinary proficiency in extracurricular activities in the last three years. 
Any sport/event organized by an association must be recognized by and affiliated to the national body for 
that sport/event. 

Instruction regarding Admission Procedure: 
1) The admission process will be done on the university premise only. 
2) During the time of admission the applicant must submit photocopies of all the documents from 

HSLC onwards along with hard copy of online application form. 
3) The applicant must produce the following documents in original during the time of admission  which
