Eligibility Criteria

i) For the School/faculties of Veda Vedanga, Darshana and Sahitya & sanskriti:

e Graduate with Major/Honours in Sanskrit securing at least 40% marks from any recognized
University; or

e Graduate with Sanskrit as a subject in the Pass Course securing at least 40% marks from any
recognized University; or

e C(Candidate who has qualified the Shastri Examination (equivalent to a Bachelor's Degree)
from any recognized University; or

e Graduate in any discipline with basic knowledge of Sanskrit, securing at least 40% marks
from any recognized University.

ii) For the School/faculties of Ancient Studies

e For Yoga Vigyan, Graduate in any discipline securing at least 40% marks from any
recognized University. There is a relaxation of 5% marks for OBC/SC/ST(P)/ST(H) candidates.

e For Master of Laws in Ancient Indian Jurisprudence, candidate must have completed a Bachelor
of Laws (LL.B.) degree or an equivalent law degree from any recognized university with minimum
50% marks in aggregate. There is a relaxation of 5% marks for OBC/SC/ST(P)/ST(H) candidates.

iii) For the School/faculties of Humanities and Social Science

e Graduate with Major/Honours in the concerned subject, securing at least 40% marks from
any recognized University.

Note:

Candidates who have appeared or are appearing in the UG Final Semester Examination are
also eligible to apply. However, their admission shall be subject to fulfilling the prescribed eligibility
criteria and submission of the qualifying examination results at the time of admission.

Reservation and Other Provisions

e Existing provisions of reservation shall be applicable as per the Government of Assam rules.
e (Caste certificates must be issued by the competent authority under the Government of Assam.

e UR-Economically Weaker Section (UR-EWS): The benefit of reservation under EWS may be
availed upon submission of an Income and Asset Certificate issued by the competent authority. EWS
seats shall be determined based on the intake capacity of each department.
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Persons with Disabilities (PwD): There shall be a provision of 3% reserved seats for PwD candidates
as per University rules. Visually impaired, hearing impaired and/or orthopedically handicapped
candidates must submit a self-attested copy of the Disability Certificate issued by the District Chief
Medical Officer/Medical Board. Disability benefits shall be applicable only to candidates having at

least 40% physical impairment and the percentage of disability must be clearly mentioned in the
certificate.
